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To enrich and enhance our students’ English learning, we have planned and designed different English learning
activities for students, hoping that they can learn English in a more interesting and lively way.

Now let’s review what we have done in the past few months.

Wednesday Morning Assembly

The Wednesday Morning Assembly was continued starting from October to promote the English Language
learning atmosphere in the school.

In order to extend the abilities of our more able pupils in P.5 & P.6, an
Enrichment Programme was set for them on alternate Saturdays to develop their
thinking skills, enrich knowledge, enhance language proficiency and broaden their g
life experiences. They learned the four skills of English through different games
and activities set by the NET.

Activities in the English Room

The English Activity Rooms in the New Building and Old Building were
opened from Monday to Thursday to let pupils from every class go in to do
activities conducted by the NET and the English teachers. Students learnt
different vocabulary and practiced English in a relaxing and stress-free
environment. Three activities based on ‘Care for our school’ were made to
match with the theme of the cross-curricular activities, and the schools major
concern this year. They were ‘Riddles’, ‘Matching Game’ and ‘Spelling Bee’.

We had one extra speaking activity called ‘l can speak well’ which was scheduled
to be held on the third Friday of each English Activity Room activity. It was conducted
by the two SETs in both buildings. The main purpose was to promote the speaking skills
of the students.

Stlidents went to the hall to talk with the English teachers and the student helpers to
get more practice in speaking English during recess time. They answered the questions that
were related to the units they studied during the school year, to help them to revise what
they have learned.
