We have been teaching the PLP-R/W programme for more than eight months now. We can ;, >
see that the pupils’ are becoming more confident to use English. There are many activities,
writing tasks and even handicrafts in this programme, to help pupils learn English.

As we know, there are three main types of learning styles: auditory, visual and kinesthetic. Most people learn
best through a combination of these three types of learning styles, but everybody is different. In PLP-R/W
lessons, we use a combination of the three learning styles. It is advantageous for pupils to learn in different
ways so that learning may become easier and less stressful. Many pupils process information T
best through a ‘hands-on” experience. Actually doing an activity can be the easiest way for
pupils to learn. Sitting still may be difficult for them, but making crafts makes it easier to learn.
Therefore, within the unit, ‘A Paper Plate Mask’, pupils made their own paper plate masks.
You could never imagine how creative they are! We have 25 pupils in a class, and each class
produced 25 different masks! Every mask was so unique! We always let our children think out
of the box! To my surprise, even many pupils made great masterpieces! They enjoyed making
handicrafts. It helped them to experience for themselves. They could build up their confidence
in the English lessons. Although having PLP-R/W lessons is fun, it is not only a ‘playing time’.
