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Primary, Literacy, Programme/— Reading and Writing/ (P:1'—P-3):

To enhance the learning and teaching of English, our school continues to implement the Primary Literacy Programme-
Reading and Writing (PLP-R/W) in P.1-P.2 and developed in P.3 this year.

The 3-year programme designed by the Net Section of the Education Bureau, supports a language-rich environment
inside the classroom and helps students to learn English in an engaging and authentic way. It fosters students’ independence
and motivation in reading and writing and it provides meaningful contexts for developing students’ phonics skills. Students are
tutored in small group settings and are offered a variety of additional learning opportunities such as big book reading, phonics
activities, games, songs, card games etc to arouse their interest in learning and build up their confidence in using English.

During the past three years of implementation, we have realized that the programme has lots of advantages. It doesn’t
only develop innovative learning and teaching methods, materials, curriculum and activities suited to the needs of our
students, but also facilitates the professional development of our local teachers. It integrates the teaching of listening,
speaking, reading and writing skills, and helps students learn English more effectively. Moreover, it also adopts a systematic
and comprehensive approach to teaching skills and grammar knowledge with lively resources that enhance students’
experience and foster their interest in learning English.

Last but not least, students’ interest in English learning can be aroused through this programme. We are working to improve
students’ literacy skills in reading and writing. There is no doubt that we will carry on the programme in KS1 next year.

The P.4 - P.6 Poetry teaching was implemented this year to consolidate students’ phonics and language skills. Students were
encouraged to learn and use poetic devices such as rhyme, rhythm, meter, similes, metaphors, alliteration and so on in order to
produce quality poetry. All poetry lessons were taught by our three NET teachers, Mr. Shane, Mr. Kris and Miss Suemana.

Learning by doing is very important. During the lessons, students gained some basic ideas about poetry and they used their
imagination and creativity to write their own poems. Most of them could create their poems and read them aloud expressively to
their classmates. Undoubtedly, it could enhance their language learning and improve their knowledge acquisition.

Reading is the foundation of learning. To help students acquire the skills of ‘Learning to read’, our school introduced the
Reading Bee Programme in P.4-P.5 last year and extended it to P.6 this year.

The programme is divided into two parts. The first part is the teachers’ recommendation and the second part is the
English library lessons. Teachers take turns to introduce English books during Tuesday Morning Reading Time and share
their feelings about the book to arouse students’ interest in reading. At the same time, reading strategies are taught to them.
In the English library lessons, students have the chance to read English story books. With the help of teachers’ guidance,
they can apply the reading strategies in their reading.

Positive feedback was seen as our students are now more eager to borrow the English storybooks. We do hope that
